INTRODUCTION

APPLICATION FOR A MARINE RESERVE

This document is an application by the New Zealand Underwater Association for a marine reserve in the waters around Tiritiri Matangi Island in the Hauraki Gulf. The proposed reserve covers X ha and extends from…

This document provides details of scientific investigation towards the proposed reserve, and the consultation undertaken with stakeholders and the local community.

This application has been prepared in accordance with the Department of Conservation publications Marine Reserves -  Guide for Prospective Applicants (1994) and Marine Reserves Handbook for Prospective Applicants – Working Draft (2002).

1.2
THE PURPOSE OF MARINE RESERVES

Marine reserves are provided for in the Marine Reserves Act 1971 (the Act). The purpose of marine reserves is set out in section 3 (1) of the Act. The purpose is:

“Preserving, as marine reserves for the scientific study of marine life, areas of New Zealand that contain underwater scenery, natural features, or marine life, of such distinctive quality, or so typical, or beautiful, or unique, that their continued preservation is in the national interest.”

As this is the intended purpose of marine reserves in New Zealand, it is the focus of this marine reserve application. However there are a range of other benefits resulting from marine reserves which will also be mentioned. These include:

Enhanced opportunities for education about the marine environment at many different levels.

Opportunities for public advocacy about the value of marine conservation.

~
Enhanced opportunities for marine recreation, tourism and eco-tourism activities.

~
Integration of terrestrial and marine conservation to encompass a wider range of habitats within reserves.

~
Restoration of the marine environment to a healthier state through natural regeneration and re-population.

~
Protection and conservation of species within the reserve, allowing them to exist in a more natural state.

~
Provision of safe areas for exploited marine species, enhancing populations within and potentially outside the reserve.

The Marine Reserves Act 1971 is currently being reviewed, and it is possible that the purpose of the Act will become broader. The Marine Reserves Bill 2002 includes a number of changes to the Act which are currently before a Parliamentary Select Committee for consideration.

1.3
MARINE RESERVES AND THE DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION

The Marine Reserves Act 1971 is administered by the Department of Conservation. Regardless of who the applicant is, once a marine reserve has been established under that Act it is managed by the Department of Conservation.

The responsibilities of the Department of Conservation with regard to marine reserves include boundary marking, law enforcement and environmental monitoring???

THE PROCESS FOR ESTABLISHING A MARINE RESERVE

Marine Reserves are established by an Order in Council, the statutory process for which is set out in section 5 of the Act.

However there is a great deal of other work involved in demonstrating that the application meets the requirements of the Act. The process is outlined in the Department of Conservation (1994) guide and the Department of Conservation (2002) handbook.

The main statutory and pre-statutory steps involved in the establishment of a marine reserve are:

Pre-statutory

Site survey and investigation.

Preliminary consultation.

Preparation of a draft proposal for public comment.

Preparation of a formal application.

Statutory

Formal application made to the Director General of Conservation.

Public notification of the application and invitation to make submissions.

Analysis of submissions and response to points raised.

Application, objections and responses sent to the Minister of Conservation.

Consideration of objections by the Minister of Conservation.

Concurrence from Ministers of Fisheries and Transport.

Recommendation by the Minister of Conservation to the Governor-General for an Order in Council.

Marine Reserve Order signed by the Governor General.

SUBMISSIONS FROM THE PUBLIC INVITED

Any person, group or organisation that wishes to make a submission on this application may do so. The applicant will have the opportunity to respond to any objections raised in submissions.

In considering this marine reserve application, the Minister of Conservation will decide whether the objections have been adequately addressed by the applicant, or whether they should be upheld.

The Minister of Conservation will also consider submissions supporting a marine reserve. These are relevant to demonstrating public support for the proposed reserve, section 5 (6) (e) of the Act.

APPLICATION  BACKGROUND

2.1
HISTORY OF THE PROPOSAL

This marine reserve application has developed as a natural progression of the conservation of Tiritiri Matangi Island and Shakespear Regional Park. Tiritiri Matangi Island was first suggested as a possible site for a marine reserve by the Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries (1985) (who administered the Marine Reserves Act prior to the formation of the Department of Conservation). Both Tiritiri Matangi Island and the southern side of the Whangaparaoa Peninsula were identified by the Department of Conservation as sites worthy of investigation for possible marine protection in their Conservation Management Strategy 1995 – 2005. Other groups including the Bay of Plenty Polytechnic (1991) and the Supporters of Tiritiri Matangi Inc (2002) have also recommended Tiritiri Matangi Island as a suitable site for a marine reserve.

CONSULTATION UNDERTAKEN

2.2.1
Tangata Whenua

Ngati Paoa

Hariata Gordon of Ngati Paoa was contacted in May 2002. Hariata said she thought a marine reserve around Tiritiri Matangi Island was a great idea because it does not impact on a local community. She had suggested a marine reserve to the Supporters of Tiritiri Matangi some time ago. The iwi has customary fishing areas to the north-east side of the island near the pa site, however as there are no residents a marine reserve there won’t have negative impacts. However, if the boundary extends beyond half way to Whangaparoa there will be impacts on the customary fishing areas along the Whangaparoa coast, and a marine reserve in that area would not be supported. They have not considered a Taiapure or Mataitai application for that area as the process is too lengthy and difficult.

Kawerau A Maki

Saul Roberts of Kawerau A Maki was contacted in June 2002. He said the iwi was supportive of a marine reserve around Tiritiri Matangi Island. A meeting was held with Saul Roberts in November 2002 and this view was reiterated.

Hauraki Maori Trust Board

Three members of the marine reserve committee met James Brown of the Hauraki Maori Trust Board in June 2002. He said that this was an issue that the Hauraki Maori Trust Board would have to decide upon after a site visit.

Ngai Tai

Karli Thomas met with Pita Turei of Ngai Tai in June 2002. Pita said that there were some issues that would have to worked through and that Ngai Tai would wish to have a memorandum of understanding with the New Zealand Underwater Association about the proposal to ensure that there was co-management of a marine reserve from the outset. Karli spoke to Pita again in December about the customary fishing of Ngai Tai in this area, he said that there was no problem with catching fish outside the marine reserve, but they would want to retain their customary right to take kina from within the marine reserve.

Ngati Whatua

Hally Toia of Te Runanga o Ngati Whatua was contacted in December 2002. Hally said that Ngati Rongo was the hapu most affected by the proposal, therefore Te Runanga of Ngati Whatua would be unlikely to go against the views of William Kapea on the issue. He also suggested that there should be a review period specified for the marine reserve. He said it should not mean that the marine reserve expires, and it should be clear that it is only a management review, the entire process does not have to be started again. Hally said that any review of a marine reserve in this area would be likely to increase the protection not decrease it.

Ngati Whatua o Orakei

Ngarimu Blair was contacted in December 2002 and the marine reserve was discussed in January 2003. He was interested in finding out more about the proposal to consider it’s implications for customary fishing.

Te Tao U (Ngati Whatua)

Lou Paul of Te Runanga o Te Tau was contacted in December 2002. Lou said that they are interested in finding out more about the proposal and discussing it. One of the principles that their runanga stands for is working with people not obstructing them.

Ngati Rongo (Ngati Whatua)

William Kapea of Ngati Rongo was contacted in December 2002. William said that the iwi would probably support a marine reserve in this area, as they would be inclined to place a rahui on the area due to the sewage outfall. They would want an agreement with the New Zealand Underwater Association and the Department of Conservation that recreation in the immediate vicinity of the sewage outfall will not be promoted.

Ngatiwai

Hori Parata of Ngatiwai Trust Board was contacted in December 2002. Hori said that they were not happy with the process that has been followed in establishing previous marine reserves within their rohe. They are aware of the proposal in the Marine Reserves Bill 2002 to remove the ability for customary fishing within marine reserves. Ngatiwai object to the removal of their customary rights. Hori suggested speaking to Tanya about the proposal. Tanya ? and Pete ? were contacted about the proposal in December 2002, and Pete said that they were not happy with the amount of consultation with Ngatiwai to date, and there should be a meeting face to face in their office. Pete said that the rights of Ngatiwai were gradually extinguished in the Poor Knights Islands Marine Reserve, and they have gone to the High Court about that. The next marine reserve within the rohe of Ngatiwai will have to be a collaborative arrangement with Ngatiwai.

2.2.1 Schools

LEARNZ

LEARNZ (www.learnz.org.nz) is a virtual field trip programme for years 4-10. They held a virtual field trip to Tiritiri Matangi Island in 2001, involving material on their website and an online noticeboard and audio-conferencing where children were able to ask questions. One of the topics covered was the marine reserve proposal for the island. Ian McLeod answered questions from school-children on ? 2001. The marine reserve web pages are included in appendix ?

Local Schools

All schools in the North Shore and Rodney districts that had visited Tiritiri Matangi Island were contacted in May 2002 offering to speak to students about the marine environment. Five schools responded and members of the committee visited the schools and gave presentations at the appropriate level.

Members of the marine reserve committee spoke to children at Birkenhead Primary School, Tapora School, Windy Ridge School, Lainholm Primary School and Northcross Intermediate.

Senior students from Whakatane High School were given a presentation about the marine reserve proposal during their field trips which included Tiritiri Matangi Island and Leigh Marine reserve.

Ecoquest is an environmental study centre based in Miranda. EcoQuest runs university level courses for American students that credit towards degree courses at Universities in the States. Approach for letter of support

YMCA

The YMCA is a leaseholder in Shakespear Park, where they run the Shakespear Lodge. They have been a leaseholder for nine years from the Auckland Regional Council. Garth Gully, camp director, was contacted in September 2002. Garth said that for years they have been suggesting a marine reserve around Shakespear Park in their management reviews with the Council. Garth said the YMCA will happily spend thousands of dollars on snorkelling equipment once a marine reserve is established, but there is no point doing so until then. Garth said that the YMCA fully supports the creation of a reserve around Shakespear Park, and it fits in with the conservation of Tiritiri Matangi Island and Shakespear Park.

2.2.3 Local Government

Auckland Regional Council

Karli Thomas met with ARC staff Sharlene Pardy (Policy Analyst) and Alan Moore (Coastal Resource Scientist) on 20 May 2002. They said that there was no conflict between their Coastal Plan and a marine reserve in the proposed area. They also outlined the Coastal Protection Areas (category 1 and 2) within the proposed area, as well as sites of regional geological significance and a cultural heritage site (shipwreck on Shearer Rock).

The Coastal Plan also quotes from the Auckland Regional Policy Statement, which states, “as a goal the ARC will support a move towards 10 percent of the area of representative marine habitat types in the Auckland CMA being fully protected marine reserves.” In addition, the Policy Statement states, “the ARC will have particular regard to important marine habitats adjacent to regional parks.” (Auckland Regional Plan: Coastal – Appendix A: Marine Protected areas).

The Parks Manager, Neil Olsen, was also consulted about the proposal. Neil said that as well as the reference to marine reserves in the Policy Statement, the council also receives submission suggesting that the marine environment adjacent to Shakespear Park should be protected.

Rodney District Council

In 1997 Rodney District Council recognised the depletion of shellfish as an issue in their consultation document “Whangaparaoa South: coastal issues and management strategies for a comprehensive coastal management plan”. This was identified as a general issue for Whangaparaoa South, and in particular Okoromai Bay. One of the possible strategies proposed for Okoromai Bay was “the development of a marine reserve with Council support”.

In 2002 Discussions with Planning Engineer, Parks and Coastal (10 May 2002). Discussions re sewage. Presentation of the draft discussion document to Rodney District Council environmental committee – endorsed our group taking the draft proposal out for public consultation, gave conditional support for a marine reserve on the grounds that we select a boundary with wide public support.

2.2.6 Recreational Users – Fishing

The executive of the Recreational Fishing Council were contacted about the marine reserve proposal in June 2002. One executive member expressed opposition in principle, though not to the particular site, and another expressed support for marine reserves in principle.

Auckland Recreational Fishing Association

A meeting was held with Bernie Ward of the Auckland Recreational Fishing Council in June 2002. Bernie outlined the key recreational fishing sites around Tiritiri Matangi Island and the Whangaparaoa Peninsula. He also provided a list of fishing clubs that would be affected by the proposal (see below)

One reply was received from the Warkworth Gamefishing Club, who thought that there are already enough marine reserves in this area and they do not support any further reserves being created. They asked to be kept informed about the application.

The proposal was discussed with North Shore Surf Casting Club in July 2002 following a presentation on another topic. They supported marine reserves in general, on the basis that they increase fish numbers. However the club would be concerned if there was too much focus on northeast NZ in the development of a network of marine reserves. The club said that a marine reserve around Tiritiri Matangi Island would be acceptable, but not Whangaparaoa Peninsula as it is a popular fishing spot.

The draft public discussion document was sent to 55 fishing organisations (including clubs, associations, councils and shops) in the local area and wider region. Those fishing organisations contacted are listed in appendix 8.

A meeting was held in January 2003 with the local fishing and boating clubs in the local area.

Forest and Bird

Both the central office and local branches of Forest and Bird were consulted by letter in June 2002. Responses were received from several branches, as follows.

Forest and Bird Hibiscus Coast Branch responded that they support the development of a marine reserve in this area. Their chairperson, Spencer Drinkwater, gave a suggested boundary similar to option one but excluding Army Bay and including more of the southern side of the Whangaparaoa Peninsula (to Rakauananga Point). A presentation was given to the Hibiscus Coast Forest and Bird Branch in September 2002.

Forest and Bird North Shore Branch support a marine reserve in this area, and suggested that the boundaries should extend from Tiritiri Matangi Island to Whangaparaoa Peninsula and north to Little Barrier Island.

A letter was received from the Central Auckland Branch after the initial letter and blank map were sent, they said that they needed more information in order to give an opinion on the idea of a marine reserve in this area.

A letter was received from all the Brach Chairs in the Auckland region (Mid North, Hibiscus Coast, Hauraki Islands, North Shore, Central Auckland, South Auckland, Waitakere and Franklin) supporting the marine reserve proposal. They said that the boundaries should be larger rather than smaller to reduce edge effects and increase functionality of the reserve.

3.
THE APPLICATION

3.1 THE APPLICANT

Section 5 (1) (a) of the Marine Reserves Act allows for “any incorporated society or other body corporate engaged in or having as one of its objects the scientific study of marine life or natural history” to apply for a marine reserve.

New Zealand Underwater Association is an incorporated society and a charitable organisation. The goal of the Association is to encourage safe and enjoyable participation in the underwater environment. New Zealand Underwater Association represents many users of the underwater environment, including divers, dive clubs, dive shops, marine scientists and people and teams involved in underwater sports such as free diving and spearfishing.

The Association represents both extractive and non-extractive users of the marine environment, and both recreational and commercial interests. The Association’s members are all involved in underwater activities of some sort, and as such all have an interest in the quality and sustainability of the marine environment.

JUSTIFICATION

5.1
MEETS THE PURPOSES OF THE MARINE RESERVES ACT

This proposal fulfils the requirements of the Marine Reserves Act 1971. Section 3(1) of the Act allows the preservation of areas as marine reserves for the scientific study of marine life. Those areas must “contain underwater scenery, natural features, or marine life of such distinctive quality, or so typical, or beautiful, or unique, that their continued preservation is in the national interest.”

This application for a marine reserve in the waters surrounding Tiritiri Matangi Island fulfils these criteria in the following ways:

The creation of a marine reserve in the waters surrounding Tiritiri Matangi Island would create opportunities for the scientific study of marine life. Tiritiri Matangi Island is one of only two open scientific reserves in New Zealand, and is the site of research carried out by the Department of Conservation, Crown Research Institutes, Universities and other education institutions. The creation of a marine reserve would allow this research to be extended to include the study of marine life in a protected environment.

The creation of a continuous conservation area from land to sea would benefit the range of scientific study that could be undertaken. In a variety of places the coastline provides a gradient of natural areas in to the sea. For example in the Auckland Regional Plan: Coastal, a location on the Whangaparaoa is identified where the marine ecosystem grades into a significant area of natural terrestrial vegetation (67b). In the north-eastern corner of Okoromai Bay (67a) the marine ecosystem grades into a saltmarsh which is a significant migration pathway for native freshwater fishes.

The proposed area contains a variety of habitats  typical of the Hauraki Gulf. Within the reserve area are shallow and deep areas of broken rock, boulder banks, sand and gravel flats and some extensive intertidal rock platforms. The island has existing scallop beds, good reef fish habitat, and excellent potential crayfish habitat.

There are three other marine reserves in the inner Hauraki Gulf (Pollen Island, Long Bay and Te Matuku). The habitats within the proposed reserve, while typical within the Hauraki Gulf, are not represented within existing reserves (which contain shallow soft shore and estuarine habitats). Therefore a representative network of marine reserves to protect the typical habitats of the Hauraki Gulf requires the protection of those habitats found in the proposed reserve.

The proposed are also contains features that are so unique as to warrant protection in the national interest. There are several features in the proposed reserve that are listed in the Auckland Regional Coastal Plan – an area of Parnell Grit and huge displaced basalt blocks at the eastern point of Army Bay, and a zone of vertically tilted strata at the eastern-most point of the Whangaparoa Peninsula. Both features are classified as Coastal Protection Area 1 (CPA1), the highest level of protection.

Additionally, the entire coastal area of Tiritiri Matangi Island and the end of the Whangaparoa Peninsula are classified as CPA2 (the second highest classification). The shore platforms of both are considered to be of regional geological significance, and the exposed folds and faults in the cliffs and shore platform at the end of the Whangaparoa Peninsula are considered regionally important.

5.2
MEETS WITH OTHER LEGISLATIVE CRITERIA

This application meets with other legislative criteria, as outlined in Section 4 of the Marine Reserves Act.

Harbour Board

The proposed marine reserve falls under the jurisdiction of the Auckland Regional Council (ARC) Harbour Master. The ARC Harbour Master was contacted; they anticipated no problems with the proposed marine reserve provided that normal navigation and emergency anchorage are provided for, which is the case under the Marine Reserves Act. Overlap between the Submarine Cable Zone and a marine reserve would not be a problem, in fact a marine reserve would enhance rather than detract from the cable zone.

With regard to Section 4 (2) of the Act, which states, "no area within the jurisdiction of any harbour board shall be declared a marine reserve without the consent of the harbour board”, t

+he Harbour Master said “We have found that for the purposes of the Marine Reserves Act that the Auckland Regional Council is not considered to be the successor to the Auckland Harbour Board. As such our consent is not necessary.”

Resource consents

There are no current resource consents issued under the Resource Management Act 1991 for the proposed area. The only resource consents that have been granted in the area have been for works relating to the wharf, jetty, sea wall and boat ramp on Tiritiri Matangi Island. ARC is the local authority responsible for the area…

Mining Licences

There are no applications or licences for prospecting, exploration or mining in the proposed marine reserve. – DOC, MED

There are no applications or licences for sand or shingle in the proposed marine reserve. – DOC, MED

There are no applications or permits issues by the Maritime Safety Authority for marine dumping in the area. – MSA

5.3
HAS WIDESPREAD SUPPORT

There is widespread public support for his proposal. A survey of public attitudes towards a marine reserve around Tiritiri Matangi Island was undertaken over the summer 2001 – 2002. In total, 336 people were surveyed, including visitors to the island itself and boaties and fishers in the surrounding waters. Eighty three percent of those surveyed were supportive of a marine reserve around Tiritiri Matangi Island. Thirteen percent opposed a marine reserve around the island, and four percent did not know or did not answer that question.

Auckland Regional Council reported that each time the management strategies for their regional parks are reviewed, many of the public submissions they receive recommend the protection of adjacent marine areas.

6.
PROPOSED MANAGEMENT

6.1 LEVEL OF PROTECTION

Section 3 (2) (b) of the Marine Reserves Act states that marine reserves should be maintained and administered so that “the marine life of the reserves shall as far as possible be protected and preserved”. 

To ensure that this is the case, the level of protection for the proposed marine reserve is total protection – “no take”.

Section 3 (2) (d) of the Act states that “the public shall have access and entry to the reserves, so that they may enjoy in full measure the opportunity to study, observe, and record marine life in its natural habitat.”

Public enjoyment of the proposed marine reserve will be encouraged. This is in keeping with the open sanctuary on Tiritiri Matangi Island, and Shapespear Regional Park on the Whangaparoa Peninsula, both of which freely allow access and entry for public enjoyment.

6.2 NAVIGATION AND ANCHORING

Section 23 (1) of the Marine Reserves Act states that right of access (other than anchoring) to a marine reserve or the adjacent foreshore is unaffected by marine reserve status.

Anchoring is allowed throughout the proposed marine reserve?
6.3 IDENTIFICATION OF BOUNDARIES

The applicant recommends the following boundary markings be used:

North west point

North east point

South east point

South west point

These recommendations are based on discussions with the Department of Conservation, Warkworth Area, who would be responsible for marking the marine reserve boundaries.

6.4 ENFORCEMENT MATTERS

Under the Marine Reserves Act, enforcement is carried out by rangers appointed by the Department of Conservation. Police officers and fisheries inspectors are also able to enforce the provisions of the Act.

In addition to any rangers appointed to carry undertake compliance and law enforcement duties in the proposed reserve, there will also be Department of Conservation rangers based on Tiritiri Matangi Island, and Auckland regional Council Rangers based in Shakespear Regional Park. This will no doubt assist in ensuring the rules of the marine reserve are upheld.
